This year has been a sad time for us with four of aur members passing away, however we give
thanks for their service to the fellowship and know that they have gone home to their heavenly
Father, One couple have left us choosing to worship in another church and one family has left us
to-take up a pastoral role in a church in Bellshill, We have been biessed to see growth in numbers
attending with four new families now worshipping with us,

Services

We have maintained our regular programme of services with our Sunday Marning Service focusing

on worship and the preaching of the word. Our main focus has been on 2 Samuel following on from
tast year's study in 1 Samuel concentrating on the life of David learning lessons from his example in
fallowing God,

With the exception of the summer months our Evening services continued on the first and third Sunday
evenings of the month with guest speakers being drawn from a number of local churches and groups.
These services attract attendance from the community.

At our Bible Study on Thursday evenings we spent some time tooking at the iife of Elijah followed by

a study in Paul’s letter to the Hebrews.

Prayer remains a priority for the feltowship with prayer meetings being held on a Thursday evering
and Saturday mornings with the Elders meeting on a Wednesday motning to pray for the worl of

the fellowship.

A Christianity Explored course was held with five people involved at some stage in the course with fwo
people completing the course and now worshipping with us,

Children’s Work

This year saw the re-establishment of the Sunday School, We now have a group committed to teaching
children and have a core group of four children who attend every week. We have maintained our
presence in Townhead Primary School participating in the monthiy School Assemblies and warking
alongside Scripture Union and their Bible Alive Initiative, A drama Group funded by the Coatbridge
Churches performed in Townhead and Lang loan Schools and were greatly appreciated by the staff

Comtnunity Engagement

The Food bank has remained open again this year with the faithful donations of food and money from the
Fellowship, Tesco Fair Share and the wider community. St Ambrose, $t Bartholothew’s and Townhead Primary
Schools have all made large donations this year which are greatly appreciated. The café area with tea and coffee
glves us the opportunity to gat better acqualnted with those who attend and we have devetoped & closer
relationship with many whe come in. '

The “Help to Hope” Inftiative with its drop I café approach provides a regular place for individuals in the
community to get together for a chat. This has beer traintained this vear and although the attendance is not
massive it provites an opportunity to meet with the community both on the street and In the café’,

We have retained contact with two agencies the “Overdose Response Team” and “Teen Challenge” who provide
professional advice ta suppaort those with addiction Issues, Routes to work returned this vear for a short period
and Intend to work at times in the area over the next few years.

Building Fahbric

We continue to try to enhance the appearance of the building and this year we have completed Wwork ta instal)
new tladding, fascia and guttering and have painted the external walls. New signage has been provided.
Internally the corridor has been decorated.

The boundary wall was in a state of disrepair and berame dangerous, as this was a party wall with our adjoining
neighbour this work was carried out under the direction of Calrn Housing Association with costs sharad,

Bargeddie

The church in Bargeddie is now In its third year with two church graups continuing to meet snd worship there,
Lanarkshire Christian Fellowship a Christian Group of india people hold two services one in their own language
and one In English in the marning and In the afterncon Bargeddie Christian Fellowship meets with a group of
local peaple attending, This fellowstrip is stowly growing and developing. We continue to provide support
services untll they are fully developed and constituted able to he fully independent.

Earl Haig Fund, Glasgow City Mission, Samaritan’s Purse, Barnabus Fund and a new Fellowship in

Ballasalla isle of Man.

Outraach

This year we have continued to reach out to the community through our established inftiatives and prafse
God for the doors that are open to us, We are developing closer relationships with individuals and with the
community and participate when we can with the Tenants and Residents group that has bgen re-astablished,
Our aim is always to be available to people to-meet practical needs but also to bring hope in the form of the
good news of the Gospel,

This year we appointed an Outreach Coordinator to motivate the congregation to spread the gospel in their
own area and circle of friends. We tontinus to make rasources available to support this work, Leafletting has
bring ongoing throughout the vear in Airdrie, Coatbridge, Glenbolg and Cumbernauld.

Our services are live streamed on Facebook and a number of people regularly listen in and worship with us
through this medium.

In September we were part of the Coathridge Churches Fun Day held in West End Park. This was an amazing
day with an estimated attendance of 2000 people on the day. Two families came to our fellowship through
this event,

The Biily Grahatm Organisation held a Jesus Loves you tour In the Hydro and we managed to fitl a free coach
that was supplied by TBGO and take a number of local people to the event.
