Structure, Governance and Management

Governing Document

The Church is an unincorporated association established in terms of the United Reformed
Church Act 2000.

Recruitment and Appointment of Trustees

The elders are the charity trustees. The elders of the church are elected by the congregation
appeinted or re-appointed on a 3 yearly basis by the members of the church at the annual
general meeting held in February of each year. The Elders and office bearers are listed above.

Organisational Structure

The Elders' Court is chaired by the minister or in vacancy an interim mederator nominated by
the Syned of Scotland of the United Reformed Church and meets six/seven times in a year. As
well as finance and property, the Eiders’' Court is responsible for spiritual affairs within the
church.

Objectives and Activities

The United Reformed Church is Trinitarian in doctrine in the reformed tradition. The main
objective of Drumchapel Essenside United Reformed Church is the advancement of religion in
the Drumchapel Area. This is effected by the provision of Sunday Worship and also by
community/sccial activities within the premises.

The Church operates from property owned by The United Reformed Church Syned of Scotiand.
This comprises of the Church, hut and grounds. There is no formal lease in place.

Achievementis and Performance

Rainbows & Brownies meet within the church premises on Menday evenings.

Friendship House, a weekly lunch club for asylum seekers meets in the hut every Wednesday,
Community led classes are also held in the premises being a line dancing class in the church
on Monday afternoons, a keep fit class in the hut on Tuesday afternoons and a small Bingo
session in the church on Wednesday evenings.

Care for Others

Members voluntarily work with the local community projects outlined above with at least one
church member attending or assisting with most of the groups which use the Premises.

Pastoral concerns outwith the church focus on Drumchapel Foodbank,

World church contributions are made through activities supporting Commitment for Life
(Bangladesh), Christian Aid and we strive to be a Fairtrade Church.

Financial Review

The principal source of income is our weekly offerings made up of freewill offering, gift aid and
open plate. The number of people giving by Gift Aid is 11.

We are grateful to the Syned of Scotiand for an additional grant of £4,4C06 to assist in the
installation of energy saving measures (principally lighting and double glazing) in the hut.

Reserves

During the year, the general receipts and payment account disclosed a surplus of £724 bringing
the general fund year-end balance to £19,085.
