It's a light weight camp for the Scout age group with a
wide range of activities. This year it was at Craufurdland Castle, Klimarnock with over 700 participants and 120 staff

2024 -25 will be our centenary year and there are plans for many events and activities including a celebration dinner and camps.
Within the year The Scout Association has awarded our leaders with 5 Commissioners Commendation and 3 Long Service awards
