In 2022, The Salvation Army and Shetland Church of Scotland were approached
by the local chief inspector for Police Scotland in Shetland and asked to look into
starting Street Pastors. Over the summer that year, there had been a number of
incidents in Lerwick on weekend evenings, and the issue of antisocial behaviour
had become a significant concern for the council and community.

The Chief Inspector had seen the positive impact of Street Pastors in his previous
posting and felt strongly that the initiative would have a similarly positive impact
here. The hope was that Street Pastors would be part of a broad response,
building positive relationships with those in and around the town centre at night
to ensure that it was a safe and enjoyable place to visit and live.

A TEAM OF VOLUNTEERS FROM LOCAL CHURCHES WAS FORMED TO
