The Church runs a Sunday School for young people to provide a preliminary Christian education.

The Church holds other services to include weddings, funerals, christenings and
confirmations as and when required.

The Church holds regular fund raising events which are principally Buttery Mornings and the rental of the church hall to Community Groups.

With Covid now behind us, fundraising remains a challenge in Fraserburgh due to many competing activities. Despite this we are lucky to have many generous volunteers and financial supporters whose efforts are greatly appreciated.

We have not replaced our Rector who retired in June 2021. Since then we have been assisted by the Rev Jeremy Paisey, Rector of Buckie, whose help and guidance is greatly appreciated.

The Vestry and Diocese have taken the decision to appoint a minister for the north of Aberdeenshire, and a house has been purchased. Advertisement for the post is ongoing, 
but as yet no interest has been received. We continue to participate with the Diocese in developing our Lay Ministry who contribute greatly to the continuation of our Church.

The Trustees did not receive any remuneration or expenses during the year.

Independent Examiners Report to The Trustees of St Peters Episcopal Church
I report on the accounts of the charity for the year ended 30th September 2025 which are set out on pages three and four.

Respective Responsibilities of Trustees and Examiner
