period Glasgow location, providing regular opportunities for worship, teaching, and fellowship.

Community Engagement: The Story Churches Network participated in five community events in
partnership with Helenslea Community Centre, serving local residents and strengthening community
relationships.

Mission and Outreach: Two sports camps were organised, reaching approximately 100 children with
positive activities and faith-based engagement. In addition, six short-term mission teams visited Glasgow
to support local outreach initiatives, and one mission trip was undertaken by members of the network to
serve in another region.

Church Planting and Leadership Training: The network supported the training of 14 church planting
leaders through its M4 partnership and related mentoring initiatives. An important milestone for the charity
is the full-time employment of the charity founder to manage the training, organising, marketing and day to
day tasks to deliver the purpose of the charity. Following this appointment, the charity has been able to
grow the amount and efficiency of training and results from its activities.

Compassion and Social Action: A new partnership was developed with the Glasgow Northeast
Foodbank to provide food and practical assistance to individuals and families experiencing hardship.
Through these activities, The Story Churches Network continued to build relationships, strengthen local
mission, and contribute positively to the spiritual and social wellbeing of the communities it serves.
