Financial review

Roamers Wood continued to provide exceptional educational and scientific
research opportunities.

There was continued engagement with West Linton Primary School pupils on
environmental projects and scientists from Edinburgh University continued to
conduct research.

Plans were initiated to widen access and inclusivity at Roamers Wood through the
provision of an all-ability parking space with access and further path improvement.

A community planting planted around 1000 trees.

Maintenance work was carried out on mature trees at Roamers Wood to ensure a
continued safe environment for users.

Berry Lane, an avenue of fruit-bearing bushes providing berries for local people to
pick and to provide feed for wildlife, was extended.

Polli Alley, a pollinator alley of wildflowers, was further developed.
The Roamers Wood website was enhanced.

The Rare Varieties Project grafted and planted 170 rare variety apple and pear
trees.

The "Pick My Fruit" project continued to make use of apples and rhubarb which
would otherwise go to waste and ensured the fruit was usefully used.

The Community Thermal Action Project continued to improve awareness of
housing heating efficiency through provision of free thermal surveys.

The Borders Roll Out Project provided training, support, marketing assets and
software to other Borders communities setting up their own Heat Teams.

The Charity funds each project on a stand-alone basis from grants and
contributions received from third parties.

Should funding in any financial year exceed outgoings then any such
reported surpluses are used to fund future projects.

Any unutilised designated funding is carried forward to meet specific
activities.

On this basis the Trustees do not pian for the growth of unrestricted
reserves.



Details of any deficit During the year the charity received £28732 principally from donations,
grants and fundraising, including £8600 from a grant, the expenditure
relating to which will take place foliowing the year end, leaving £20132 of
receipts relating to the year ended 31 March 2025. The charity paid out
£16535 on payments relating directly to charitable activities. The result
was a surplus for the year of £12197 of which £3597 related to the year
ended 31 March 2025.

To promote environmental improvement and stimulate involvement and develop awareness of
environmental sustainability within West Linton and District. Income in the year totalled £28732, which
included grants totailing £20852, consisting of £10161 from SBC for the Borders Roll Out Project, £991 from
the Borders Tree Grant Scheme for the Rare Varieties Project, £8600 from the People's Postcode Trust to
widen access and inclusivity at Roamers Wood, £500 from Scottish Borders Climate Action Network
towards videos for the Heat Projects and £600 from West Linton Community Council to fund ongoing path
surfacing at Roamers Wood. Where income was received for specific purposes, funds were maintained

and expenditure allocated accordingly, resulting in main funds being the Thermal Project and Borders Roll
Out Heat Funds and the Roamers Wood and Related Projects Fund. Fundraising for Roamers Wood
included £310 raised from local community sponsorship of W3W plots within Roamers Wood and £380 from
a Rent-A-Xmas-Tree promotion.
