	Objectives and activities

	Charitable purposes
	The primary purpose of Paisley Methodist Central Hall is the promotion of the Christian religion and the practical expression of the same through outreach and community engagement. The ethos of the Methodist Church has always been centred on social justice.

As well as Paisley Methodist Church, Barrhead Methodist Church and the WAVE community hub in Girvan operate under the auspices of Paisley Central Hall.

	Summary of the main activities 
in relation to these objects
	The Barrhead church holds joint services with the Barrhead United Reformed Church (URC). They run a community café two mornings a week in the URC premises.

WAVE community hub operates out of the former Girvan Methodist Church which has been repaired and refurbished. It hosts a variety of community events and several community groups meet in the building.

Paisley Methodist Church holds weekly worship services in Central Hall. The building incorporates three shop units, one of which is a Fairtrade shop, Rainbow Turtle. Shop rents provide a regular income but the Fairtrade shop pays a lower rent because of its charity status.








	Summary of the main activities 
in relation to these objects (continued)
	The church operates three “Zones” as part of its community engagement and outreach. The Youth Zone is for schoolchildren in years P7 to S4 who are encouraged to drop in on Mondays between the hours of 4pm to 6pm to play games, chat and learn arts and crafts as well as discuss religion if they wish to.

Men’s Zone is a gathering to allow men to socialise on Wednesday afternoons from 1pm to 3pm. Men come to play games (table tennis, dominoes, backgammon), chat and generally socialise over tea and coffee. An ad hoc music group has been formed by some of the members who come in regularly.

Family Zone is held fortnightly on Wednesday afternoons from 3.15 to 4.15 in conjunction with Create Paisley. It allows families to undertake arts and crafts activities.

Bouncy Church is a family friendly church service, where children and their parents come every fourth Sunday of the month from 3pm to 5pm.  The children play on the bouncy castle, learn crafts and engage with a Bible story.









	Achievements and performance 



	Summary of the main achievements of the charity during the financial period
	Central Hall has started a Christian Youth Club is held on the second and fourth Saturdays of the month.

Paisley Methodist Church participated in Renfrewshire Council’s Winter Connections, welcoming people come in every Saturday from January to March from 12 noon to 3pm.  People came to have free soup, sausage in a roll and tea and cake as well as chat and enjoy ad-hoc music from local musicians.

Several community groups have let rooms and halls at Paisley, including groups for alcohol and drug addiction. The council has used the premises when major council-led events have taken place such as the Halloween Festival and the Food and Drink Festival.
