Overview

The trustees are very grateful for the support that the charity has received.

Reserves policy

The trustees consider that £4,000 is an appropriate level of reserves to hold to meet any unexpected costs.
Unrestricted reserves at the year-end were £26,384 (2024: £37,050) and whilst this is higher than the target
level, considerable sums will be needed to meet planned ongoing research costs.

Restricted reserves at the year end were £500 (2024: £500).

FUTURE PLANS

and_ave put forward a joint proposal to continue their research and the
charity will be responding to their request after the scientific committee have discussed the proposal. The
charity has also had some very positive propaosals to work with the Dundee Life Science department. We are
hopeful that in the new financial year positive progress will be made with Dundee Life Science.

The charity is planning its bi-annual golf day as its main fundraising activity for 2025-26. This is likely to be held

in April 2026. A wine and cheese evening is also planned for later 2025. On the back of the funds raised by
these events we hope to approach local Trusts for matching funding to continue our work in Hungary and India.
