We also joined Kirriemuir Free
Baptist Church or Broughty Ferry Presbyterian Church for some evening
missionary meetings.

In December, we held a short Carol Service for the clients of the Dundee
Age Concern, sang Christmas carols in the open air and invited people to
our public Carol Service. We also joined Lochee Baptist Chapel for their

Christmas Day service.

The young people of the church, and some of their friends, met regularly
for discipleship training and to pray and study the Bible.

One of our members led a monthly service in a local residential home. We
continued to look after an autistic child during the Sunday morning
services. Some of our members were involved in wrapping shoe boxes
and/or filling them for the annual Blythswood Care appeal. Some
members did occasional litter-picking in the Coldside area.

We continued to give financial support to like-minded Christian ministries
working with international students, the homeless, and church outreach
and training.
