	Charitable purposes
	1. To continue to pay the tuition fees of existing scholarship students and to pay the university tuition fees for a previous scholarship to uplevel her diploma in nursing studies to a degree in nursing studies. 
2. Continue to enhance the educational provision in schools where Medasi Foundation target children attend. 

3. Continue to develop and maintain formal links with the local education authority in the Kwahu East District in Ghana to allow for regular and effective evaluation of the impact of projects and scholarship programme. 



	Summary of the main activities 
in relation to these objects
	1+2: Regular donors (Pollock, McCluskey, Brannan) continued with their monthly donations. An additional donation was made by the congregation of St John’s church Stevenston at the funeral collection for the late G Pollock. Some additional income was created by the charity trustee bank providing £300 compensation for delaying the sending of money to Ghana to pay for fees. 
3+4: The charity chair is in regular contact with charity trustee John Ofori in Ghana. 
All of the existing scholarship students continued with their studies and fees were paid for each student attending further and higher education institutions in Ghana. Scholarship fees refer to the itemised invoices issued by each institution, detailing the fees they consider payable for that student during the relevant academic year. Students receive their receipt of payment and a copy of which is sent to Mr Ofori who then sends to the chair in Scotland. Student must retain the original receipts for proof of payment, and the payment is in their name for this purpose. 

Again, the charity chair did not visit Ghana this year, the second break in a visit for many years but regular online contact and meetings with Ghana trustee John Ofori were conducted and all scholarships continue to run smoothly with all payments to institutions made on time and invoices and receipts shared, and with reports that all students are making excellent progress. 
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	Achievements and performance 


	Summary of the main achievements of the charity during the financial period
	No additional scholarship students were selected for the 2025–2026 academic year. This decision was made to ensure that the Medasi Foundation can continue supporting all existing scholarship recipients through to the completion of their studies. Patricia's progression to a Nursing degree has resulted in higher tuition costs than those associated with further education, placing greater pressure on the scholarship budget than originally projected. As a result, scholarship applications have been paused for this academic year to ensure sufficient funding is available for current students until they complete their programmes. We are pleased to report that students graduated during this academic session in both Agricultural Studies and Education Studies.

	Brief statement of the charity’s policy on reserves
	Money raised is used the following financial year to continue the payment of tertiary education fees and any school support funds. This money is ring-fenced to continue to pay for the scholarship students each year of their studies (the institutions invoice for the academic year’s semesters/terms). 

Funds were sent to Ghana twice in this financial year to pay invoice fees for the various further and higher education institutions attended by our scholarship students. Funds in reserve will be sent in Aug / Sept 2026 as the cycle of student scholarship invoice and payments continue for existing students.
