Governing Document

The Hall is a charitable unincorporated association and the purposes and administration arrangements are set out in our constitution.

Charitable Purposes

As set out in our constitution, the Hall is run to promote the benefit of the inhabitants of Dyke and District by providing facilities for meetings, clubs, classes, education and other forms of recreation and leisure time occupation.

Activities and Achievements

The Committee has lost two members since last year with no new members and office bearers being elected. The committee in the process of trying to  extend the hall. Plans and the building warrant have been approved by Moray Council Copies of the plans have been shared at the AGM. Quotes have been received from 3 companies with one still to submit. The committee are currently seeking funding from a variety of organisations. A crowd funding page has been established and the committee are planning a number of fund raising events.

If achieved the extension would provide space for another meeting area, much needed storage and room for a plant room as the heating system will need to be updated.

The committee continue to ensure the hall operates smoothly.  The 25 year old oil boiler broke down this year and had to be replaced and the a new oil tank ahs been installed above ground as there were problems with water getting into the underground tank. This cost the hall£12 500 which was paid from reserves held. 

The fundraising events held by the committee are vital to the Hall. These funds  have paid for any necessary upkeep and for the services of an architect and engineers.  

The main Income comes from hall bookings and regular users such as Pre School, Moray Flying Circus, Bite & Blether, Tail Talks, Table Tennis and boxercise.  A new yoga class has just started.
The Pre School have extensive use of Hall and there is a well established Parent and Toddler group which meets once per week. 
The Hall is also used for parties, funeral teas, Election purposes, school and Church events.

The Hall Committee continues to maintain close links with other community organisations. For example the Hall, Community Council and Church  raise funds for the upkeep and maintenance of the 3 Defibs which are located locally
The hall provides an important role in our community and the present committee is keen  to make the changes necessary to ensure its future use and expansion. To achieve this we will be holding an extra general meeting to adjust the constitution and gather support for the extension project. 
Treasurer and finances
Signed off accounts for the last two years have been shared at a general meeting. The  accounts have been lodged with OSCR.
