It was well attended and a lot of feedback given to the engineers on site.

A few residents attended and was noted as last year that having updates and catch up within
Upperton is better attended.

Wee get togethers in June, August and October 2025
These were very well attended and great feedback from all wee catch-up days.

Also, from these ideas from residents were raised and discussed such as them having a
Portakabin or somewhere on site where they can meet and socialise more regularly
throughout the better months as they all felt this was so beneficial as a community and for
mental health.
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Fireworks on the 5th November 2025

Again, this was all well attended and local people around the area also attended to admire
the fireworks.
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Local farmers and people with horses etc have said having this 1 main event seems to detour
loads of individual fireworks display which helps reduce some of the distress on the animals
and pets.

The signage also got a makeover in November and treated to ensure last longer.
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We have enjoyed a good year with the extra raised beds and even had some fruit on the
fruit trees that bought at the end of last year.

We have applied for funding to make some of the smaller raised beds deeper, as residents
have asked for this due to them wanting to grow more root veg and some fruits for the
following year. We will also replant the fruit trees in a better area for them to thrive in raised
planters also due to the clay soil that is naturally here.

We were successful in being awarded through the big lottery in November 2025 to get the
products in to do this and we will make at date in MARCH/April 2026 to get them built and
order more soil in.
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We are also hoping to tie in some help with Openreach community to help with this work
and make the floor in the Polytunnel better as it got slippy and wet at the tail end of the
year.

We are also hoping to get a office Portakabin with this funding and other funding we have
applied for.

This if all goes well will be sited where we have removed 4 lock ups at the MUGGA as these
were handed over to the Committee.

Our first crop inside the Polytunnel and outside a great success
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Cycle Path

There had been no update sadly on the Cycle/walk way connecting Upperton to Greengairs
to give a safe place of travel.

But after getting support with local MSP to Transport Scotland we did hear back from them
in November to ask if we could do the next stage on the development side of things before
the end of December 2025.

We are happy to say with the ongoing support from Rural Development Scotland and Alan
Jones Assosiates we have managed to do this and are now looking to redue the survey to all
residents in Greengairs and Upperton in January for being hopefull able to move forward
with this in 2026 and hopefully development done by end of 2027.

The Charity has set aside £2000 which the Trustees consider to be appropriate as we do not
employ staff our own any premises nor have any other financial liabilities. We will continue to look
at new projects as they come up from consultations with the residents of Upperton and look at
possible funding to achieve this if possible.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

The charity’s income for the year ended 31 December 2025 was £14,016,(YE 24 £48,444) which
was significantly lower than the previous year due to reduced grant funding and activity levels.

Most of the income received during the year was restricted funding for specific projects.

Total expenditure for the year was £6,022,(YE24 £28,430) resulting in a surplus of £7,994. This

surplus mainly reflects restricted funds received but not yet spent by the year end.

At 31 December 2025, the charity held £58,099 in funds, all of which was held as cash. Of this
amount, £3,696 was unrestricted and available for general use, and £54,400 was restricted for

specific purposes.

The trustees continue to monitor income and expenditure carefully to ensure the charity can meet

its obligations and deliver its charitable activities.

1 BASIS OF ACCOUNTING

These accounts have been prepared on the receipts and Payments Basis in accordance with the
charities and Trustee investment (Scotland) Act 2005 and the charities Accounts (Scotland),
Regulations 2006(as amended)

2 NATURE AND PURPOSE OF FUNDS
The charity’s funds consist of restricted and unrestricted funds.

Restricted funds represent grants and community benefit funding received for specific purposes
and activities, which may only be used in accordance with the conditions imposed by the funders.
During the year, restricted income was primarily received through Foundation Scotland, which
administers community benefit funding arising from local wind farm developments on behalf of the
Greengairs East Wind Farm Community Benefit Fund, in line with a Memorandum of
Understanding with the Upperton Residents Committee. Additional restricted funding was received
from the Community Lottery fund and Voluntary Action North Lanarkshire to support specific
projects and activities.

Any restricted funds not expended at the year- end are carried forward and will be applied to the
relevant charitable activities in future periods, in accordance with funder requirements.

Unrestricted funds represent funds which may be used at the trustees’ discretion in furtherance
of the charity’s charitable objectives and to meet general operating and administrative costs. These
funds include income from donations, small grants, memberships, fundraising activities, and other
charitable activity income.

The trustees monitor the level of unrestricted funds to ensure the charity is able to meet its ongoing
financial commitments and operate on a sustainable basis.

3 RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS

There was no remuneration in accordance with section 67 of the Charities and Trustee investment
(Scotland) Act 2005. There were no expenses paid to trustees or connected persons during the

year.
